TO ASSEMBLE:

1. Shut off the main electrical supply from the main fuse box/ circuit breaker.

2. Carefully unpack all fixture parts and hardware and lay  them on a soft surface for  assembly.

3.  Attach the arm (E) to the straight pipe(B) by using the finial (C) until tight.

4.  Attach the the straight pipe(B) to the base (A) by turning clockwise .After adjusting the 
direction then tighten the hex screw (M) to the straight pipe(B)  with an Allen wrench (U) .

5.  Put the lamp shade(G, in separate box) onto the socket(F) and secure it with the Socket 
Ring(H). 

6.  Insert 1 type A 100W bulb (or/CFL 12W or/LED 10W, not included) into the socket (F).
